The Riverside Rose Society, an affiliate of the American Rose Society, is a non-profit, for public benefit corporation that consists of a group of people who are united by their love of roses. The Society was founded in 1958 and is therefore celebrating this year its Golden Anniversary of promoting roses through rose shows, demonstrations and other educational programs. Its members include a number of individuals (called “rosarians”) who are very knowledgeable about roses, many of whom have been growing and/or showing “America’s National Flower” for many years and are dedicated to helping young and old alike enjoy this wonderful hobby.  

Some of the Society’s activities include pruning demonstrations for the public at local nurseries and other businesses during the months of January and February, which is pruning time in southern California. The Society also participates in the Riverside Flower Show in April each year by heading up the Rose Division of the show.  Members assist the public in preparing their roses for entrance in the judging competition, where prize ribbons are awarded in many categories. In 2005, and again in 2006, the Society hosted its own ARS-sanctioned rose show. The shows revolve around a particular theme and winners are awarded ribbons, ARS certificates and beautiful crystal trophies. This year the Society will be hosting its “Golden Oldies Rose Show” as part of a week of activities in May in celebration of its Golden Anniversary. In 2006, the Society also launched a first-of-its-kind, rose society-sponsored, humanitarian project entitled, “Restoring Roses to Southern Gardens”, to provide rose bushes and letters and cards of encouragement to survivors of hurricanes Katrina and Rita.

Everyone who is interested in roses and the Riverside Rose Society, is invited to attend their regular meetings held on the first Tuesday of each month at 7:30 P.M. at the UCR Botanic Gardens conference room, located up the hill from parking lots 10 and 13. There is plenty of parking adjacent to the conference room. Each month a different guest speaker is on hand to advance members’ knowledge of roses and other gardening topics. Refreshments provided by members are served at each meeting following the speaker. Drawings are held at the conclusion of meetings for roses and other rose-related items. During the summer months of June, July and August, potluck dinners are held at members’ homes. These events are purely social occasions and provide an opportunity to see other members’ gardens, as well as get better acquainted with each other in a casual atmosphere. You do not need to be a member to attend. The Society also holds its annual Christmas Dinner Party and Installation of Officers in December at an area banquet facility or member’s home. Visit soon!
